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Ministerôs Message 
What Gift Can We Bring? 

 
 

Friends, if spring is the season for thinking of romance, and midwinter chills us with 
thoughts of taxes, then it is surely true that this is the time of year when almost 
everyoneôs thoughts turn to the giving of gifts.  I am rather certain that you who read 
this are also included in that thinking and planning process that revolves around the 
subject of gifts. 

At our house, and likely at yours, the excitement builds from mid-November on in 
consideration of our gift giving and receiving at Christmas.  But that doesnôt mean 
there will be a large quantity of gifts shared!  It just means that weôre thinking about 
what to give, and who will be on the receiving end of our giving.  My various family 
configurations over the years have always thought that itôs not particularly important 
to give something to everyone we know.  We send cards and make calls instead, but 
restrict gift-giving to a fairly small number of people. 

Young children are at the top of the list, of course, or grandchildren if you have them, 
since they are still at the stage where receiving is more important than giving.  And 
because of that, itôs a true joy to make them smile with a gift.  They appreciate a gift, 
and are sometimes awestruck by the wrapping paper as well as what lies behind its 
folds. 

Our grown children and their partners or spouses are always considered for the gift-
receiving process.  But they have come to the place of understanding the gifts of 
relationship along with the receipt of tangible things.  Giving to them creates a 
heartfelt glow, and is a continuing special experience. 

Of course itôs an ongoing marvel to give a gift to a spouse, as perhaps after years of 
loving each other, if youôre blessed, youôve arrived at the point of placing a greater 
value on what exists between the two of you than on the tokens we may share with 
each other, at whatever level our circumstances allow. 

Now letôs shift our thinking beyond the question of who to the question of what for a 
moment.  In addition to our family, of course, is the question of friends and gift 
giving, but no matter to whom one may be giving a gift, perhaps the single most 
important aspect of gift giving lies in the appropriateness of the gift.  After all, some 
things that pass for gifts just are not appropriate.

The Stewardship of Tradition in a Time 
of Change 

Everywhere you go today, it seems, including 
in our multi-generational families, if you 
mention the word ñtradition,ò you are likely 
to start an argument.  On the one hand, 
there are those, perhaps mostly the younger 
ones among us, who are primarily oriented 
toward the future and who can see no reason 
to align in any way with tradition.  On the 
other hand, there are those, perhaps mostly 
the senior ones among us, who remember 
with fondness the virtues of the past and 
defend tradition with zeal because of those 
memories.  It seems that sometimes all each 
camp can do is talk past the other, and 
divisions occur because each feels theyôre not 
being heard. 

But both camps actually have one thing in 
common: they both believe that tradition and 
change have nothing to do with one another, 
and both, in my estimation, are wrong!  They 
are wrong because both are often confusing 
ñtraditionò with ñtraditionalism,ò a helpful 
distinction I learned first from historian and 
theologian Jaroslav Pelikan, who once wrote: 
ñTradition is the living faith of the dead; 
traditionalism is the dead faith of the living.  
Tradition lives in conversation with the past, 
while remembering where we are and when 
we are and that it is we who have to decide.  
Traditionalism supposes that nothing should 
ever be done for the first time, so all that is 
needed to solve any problem is to arrive at 
the supposedly unanimous testimony of this 
homogenized tradition.ò. 

Given this distinction, it seems to me that 
traditionalism is incompatible with change, 
but tradition and change are fully compatible.  
Consider our own lives: We live in the 
present, but only as persons to a large 
degree shaped by our past.  We reshape 
ourselves in light of the life we are called and 
trying to lead today and tomorrow, but we do 
so carrying with us our lived past up to and 
including our yesterdays. 

The same is true, of course, for a local church 
such as ours.  By faith we affirm that God has 
acted in our past, and that there is much of 
value to cherish and to continue to nurture in 
the future that arises from our tradition.  But 
if we were to make the mistake of simply 
trying to reproduce our past, the programs 
and priorities and policies weôve known and  

 

held dear, without doing any deep 
discernment about where God may be pulling 
us forward or to what innovative steps or 
ministries or directions we collectively feel 
called to in our contemporary context, we 
would be guilty of traditionalism, and would 
actually have made the mistake of 
dishonouring our tradition, turning the living 
faith of the dead into the dead faith of the 
living. 

Clearly we are called to be bearers, carriers 
and stewards of our tradition, to incorporate 
the best aspects and practices of our past as 
we move forward ï and yes, Iôm clearly 
thinking of the Phoenix project when I say 
this!  This would include continuing to 
embrace the open and inclusive ethos of the 
United Church, for instance, while 
emphasizing a healthy and robust ecumenical 
spirit.  It would include combining what 
Emmanuel College professor Bill Kervin has 
helpfully summarized as our two leading 
worship values of ñorder and liberty,ò as well 
as continuing to embody a tradition that 
pursues with passion equality and social 
justice of all types.  Surely it would also 
include the upholding of the pursuit of faith, 
beauty and deep meaning in common 
reflection, music and Christian formation.  
Perhaps there are other important traditions 
of mission and ministry to consider as we 
discuss amalgamation with St. James, and I 
urge you to speak and share your views 
about whatôs important to you as we have 
opportunity this fall and winter.  But I close 
by simply reasserting that tradition and 
change, rather than being incompatible 
opposites, are actually spiritual partners, and 
that a healthy stewardship of tradition 
actually leads to change, as we match deeply 
discerned truth to our current conditions and 
context.  Letôs embrace tradition but avoid 
traditionalism as we move forward by faith, 
no matter what or where!

Linking appropriateness with a gift allows the 
gift to represent its giver.  A greeting card 
publisher says that sending one of their 
products shows that you cared enough to 
send the very best.  An appropriate 
expression of the thoughtfulness and 
heartfelt feeling of the giver is of more value 
to the receiver than one that seems to 
indicate a lack of awareness of their likes and 
dislikes, or appears neutral at best.  And 
clearly appropriateness varies with the 
receiver as well, since oneôs spouse and oneôs 
friend are two different forms of relationship, 
with one carrying more weight than the 
other. 

I come at last to wondering about the gifts 
that you and I might consider offering to God 
and the church in this giving season.  I once 
read an account of someone asking a child if 
she had received everything she wanted for 
Christmas.  ñNo,ò she replied, ñbut then, it 
wasnôt my birthday.ò  I offer the following in 
that same spirit. 

If one does a search in a biblical concordance 
for references to the word ñgive,ò the list is 
rather long.  Godôs Son Jesus has given his 
life ñas a ransom for many.ò  We are to ask 
for the gift of our daily bread.  The gifts of 
the magi are widely known and celebrated.  
We have been entrusted with abilities, 
otherwise called spiritual gifts.  The Holy 
Spirit is given to us as a gift.  The list goes on 
and on, and reading it is a litany of 
generosity. 

That we thought to reciprocate in a tangible 
and significant way is a major component of 
what this giving season is all about.  But what 
gift is appropriate on the occasion of this 
special birthday celebration of the Lord of 
life?  What might I give that would be a 
worthy gift, representing who I am, how 
grateful I am to God, how much I love God, 
the church, others who are helped through 
the church?  And Iôm not just talking about 
money, but about skills, time, prayers, 
contributions to our Giving Tree collection for 
local charities, etc.  And donôt forget that 
most personal of gifts, offered in some way in 
all appropriate gifts we offer others and 
described, in relation to God, so well by 
Christina Rossetti in her hymn ñIn the Bleak 
Midwinterò: 

ñWhat can I give him, poor as I am? 
If I were a shepherd, I would bring a lamb; 
if I were a wise man, I would do my part; 
yet what I can I give him ï give my heart.ò 

 
Perhaps this column will spur you on to think 
about updating your giving inventory this 
year in a way you havenôt considered for 
some time.  After all, an ever fresh 
consideration of our grateful giving, in 
response to all with which God has gifted us, 
especially the inexhaustibly beautiful story of 
the birth of the Babe of Bethlehem, is surely 
the privilege and pleasure of a Christian at 
this Advent ï Christmas time of year. 
 
The blessings of this wondrous season of 
giving be yours!

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Esprit Chamber Choir - "Back 
from Europe" - concert at St 
Clement  

On Sunday, October 30th, the Esprit Cham-
ber Choir sang a concert to celebrate their 
return from a successful European tour 
three months earlier, and to raise funds for 
two worthy causes: the St. James United 
Church Food Basket, and the MCS Chorus 
Choral Scholar fund.  

We had learned so much about singing in 8 
days of traveling and performing together in 
the magnificent acoustics of centuries-old 
cathedrals. At one of our first post-trip re-
hearsals in September, one chorister drily 
remarked, "we seem to be missing that oth-
er 31-voice choir that seemed to echo every 
note we sang with angelic clarity!" He was 
referring to the reverberation of our voices 
in the vaulted ceilings of those cathedrals. 
Even the rooms with the best acoustics at 
Bloordale - rooms 24/25 or the gym -  don't 
even come close to the 9-13 seconds of re-
verberation we experienced there. We per-
severed, though. After all, those of us who 
traveled to Europe had a responsibility to 
teach the few who were not able to travel 
with us what we learned: the absolute im-
portance of the correct articulation in the 
Palestrina: put a silence in the dot or the 
tied 8th note, Make the note that follows a 
staccato and then slur - heavy-light - the 
pairs of eighth or quarter notes that follow. 
Since every voice part is doing this at a dif-
ferent time, the result is musical clarity, and 
we (and the audience) can begin to hear 
what Palestrina intended. This is when it be-
comes so exciting to sing and to listen to a 
Palestrina work such as Missa Brevis. We 
worked hard as passages were repeated 
over and over ï first to please Mervin, then 
because we had become fixated on making 
the music come alive. Tuning was explored 
intensely: exactly how far apart is a minor 
second up, a perfect fourth down or a major 
7th in either direction? 

The "dress" rehearsal arrived - and it was 
frustrating. Pieces we thought we knew well 
fell apart, tuning was far from stellar. There 
is, however, an old adage that a bad dress 
rehearsal presages a terrific performance, 
and when we met on the platform at St. 
Clement Roman Catholic Church on Sunday 
evening for our pre-concert warm up and 
sound check, we did sound glorious. Maybe 
there was magic in our ñEsprit blueò gowns 
and the men's tuxes, or maybe we all just 
put all our energy into the performance, but  

we came together and became as one ï 
maybe not in voice, but in musical thought. 
Our audience responded, and we, together 
with our beloved Maestro, Mervin, gave a 
performance that was at once from the heart 
and polished artistry. Was it flawless? 
Probably not, but it came as close to that 
elusive goal of perfection as any performance 
most of us have ever experienced. 

Standing there on the platform - a fellow 
soprano to my left, a stalwart bass to my 
right, a pair of accomplished altos in front of 
me - I lost myself in the music, in the 
movements of Mervin's hands and in the 
waves of sound that surrounded and 
enveloped us. Nothing mattered except the 
moment - each moment stretching to fill 
eternity even as it fragmented into particles 
too small to measure. It is an indescribable 
feeling to be a part of such an event: time 
stands still, or rather, we are so deeply 
immersed in each moment that the one 
before and the one after donôt ï canôt! ï 
exist. It is truly ñbeing presentò in a way that 
few of us experience in todayôs world.  

On a practical note: our audience of nearly 
140 thoroughly enjoyed the evening ï the 
generous applause, and the comments, 
unanimously positive, praising our ñgorgeous 
soundò and our commitment to the art we 
presented were testament to their 
enjoyment. And they helped us raise enough 
money to make generous donations to both 
the St. James Food Basket and the MCS 
Choral Scholar Fund. Thank you to the 
Bloordale community who so generously 
support Mervin and the Esprit Chamber Choir!

A church community cannot be 
everything to everyone in times of crisis, but 
when the bottom falls out of your world, itôs 
great to have a community to lift you back 
up. 

8. Bad stuff is going to happen in your life, 
part two.  The time to build a relationship 
with God is not when life turns ugly and 
youôve run out of all other options.  Attending 
worship regularly helps build a relationship 
with God and others that will give you a solid 
foundation when the winds blow and the 
storms come. 

7. Not all churches are anti-something.  Most 
of us are for people, for acceptance, for 
hospitality. Really, weôre out there. We just 
donôt get good press. 

6. Any church worth its salt has really good 
food on a regular basis. 

5.  Churches  offer  paint-by-number 
opportunities  to  serve.  Many  people  would 
like  to help  the  poor,  the  hungry  and  the 
homeless,  but  they  donôt  know  how to get 
involved,   how  to   make  the   time   to  be 
involved or what they can do to really make a 
difference.   Churches  offer  you ways to plug 
in to help those who need it most. 

4. Youôve got a gift. Probably two or ten of 
them. Becoming involved in the ministry of a 
church will help you discover and use gifts 
you never even knew you had. 

3. Not all churches are after your money.  
Good churches want you to have a  healthy 
relationship with money. Sure, churches need 
to pay the electric bill and the pastor and the 
youth director, but money and the church is 
more about you than it is about the church.  
Itôs about your own relationship with money.  
World events have proven that itôs much 
better to put faith in God than in the bank 
account. Church can help you with that. 

2. Taking a break from out hectic lives to 
come to church is accepting the gift of 
Sabbath. Wayne Mueller says ô[Sabbath] 
dissolves the artificial urgency of our days, 
because it liberates us from the need to be 
finished.ô We donôt take Sabbath and come to  

worship because we have time and have 
finished up everything that needs to be done.  
We take Sabbath because it is time to stop 
and we are designed to stop, rest and reflect.  
Those who donôt are destined to crash and 
burn. 

1.  Jesus is really cool.  Even if you donôt 
know if you can believe in the whole Son-of-
God thing, even if you refer to the 
resurrection as the Zombie Jesus event and 
even though those of us already in church 
often do a lousy job of following him, come to 
church to get to know Jesus.  The more you 
get to know him, the more youôll understand 
why people call his way The Way.

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PHOENIX REPORT # 1, NOVEMBER, 2016 
 
Reporting on Activities in August, September & 
October, 2016 
 

This report describes the work of your 
Phoenix Committee (representing the 
congregations of Bloordale and St. James 
United churches) in the late Summer and Fall 
of 2016.  Both congregations are getting this 
update. 
 
Key Activities: 
 
1. óMeeting of Chairsô Event: This was a 
joint meeting of committee chairs from 
both congregations held September 25th, 
2016 at St. James. This event was 
attended by about 25 persons 
representing a good blend of Committee 
representatives from both congregations.  
While the session was great in terms of 
getting to know one another, and some 
committees have agreed to subsequent 
meetings, one of our major learnings 
from this session was that there is 
considerable uncertainty on the part of 
some groups as to exactly what was 
expected of them, and how to proceed 
further.  Accordingly, our facilitators 
(Janet Marshall and Ron Ewart) have 
undertaken to attend one of the regular 
meetings of each of the key Committees 
at each congregation between now and 
the end of the year, to explain the 
process, and guide them in their 
subsequent discussions.  These 
Committees are Music & Worship, 
Finance, Outreach and Christian 
Development. 

2. Joint Services: We have had two joint 
services: the first on September 18 at 
Bloordale, and the second on October 30th 
at St. James.  Rev. Brian preached at the 
first and Rev. Coral at the second, and 
both services featured the awesome 
combined choir.  Bloordale hosted St. 
James with a delicious barbecue after the 
service in September, and St. James 
reciprocated with a delightful buffet ham 
lunch in October.  Your Phoenix team 
members have received nothing but rave 
reviews about each of these events, and 
of course more are planned for the 
balance of this year and into 2017 
(although future joint services may not all 
feature the lunch option!) 

3. Phoenix Team Meetings: The Phoenix 
team itself has met twice over the late 
summer and early Fall:  August 23rd and  

October 17th.  The August 23rd meeting was 

largely devoted to planning the óMeeting of 

Chairsô event referenced above.  The 

October 17th meeting was given over to a 

discussion of the follow-up to the óMeeting 

of Chairsô.  As well, decisions were made 

regarding timeframes and subsequent 

communications ï the subject of the next 

note.  We also discussed our intention to 

further refine and summarize the draft 

Vision for the amalgamated congregations.  

(See the box below, which contains the 

current draft Vision we are working with.)  

4. Communications: It has become 
apparent that communications is and 
will continue to be an extremely important 
aspect of all the work we do to develop 
the Amalgamation proposal. Not 
surprisingly, we have experienced a 
couple of hiccups in this regard and so we 
are determined to do better on the 
communication front.  A meeting of a 
subgroup of Phoenix (Roy Harvey, Jon 
Linton) was held with one of the 
facilitators (Janet Marshall) on October 
26th to develop a ócommunications 
protocolô going forward so that everybody 
who needs to make decisions around 
Phoenix activities is aware of this 
responsibility, and that they have the 
information they need to make these 
decisions.  As well, of course, we need to 
ensure that everybody else (staff, 
members, adherents, tenants, and all 
other users of our church properties) are 
informed about what is going on. In

can expect to see regular announcements 
in church regarding the process with Q & A 
opportunities; a display in some prominent 
place in each church with Amalgamation 
update information; further opportunities 
through questionnaires of post-it notes to 
provide input; etc.  

5. Attendance at óReaching the 
Millennialsô Workshop:  On October 21, 
Jim Donaghy of the Phoenix team attended 
a workshop hosted by Dr. Rodger Nikiosha 
on the topic of óhow to reach the millennial 
generationô.   óMillennialsô are the 
generation born between 1980 and 2000 ï 
currently about 30% of the Canadian 
population.  They will clearly be very 
important to the future of our 
amalgamation, so this was an important 
workshop to attend.  

6. Timeline Update: As you know the 
Phoenix Team is aiming to prepare an 
Amalgamation Proposal that each 
congregation will vote on by the Spring of 
2017.  Our current timing on this is to 
have the Proposal complete and to 
members of each congregation by the end 
of March 2017. The Amalgamation vote 
itself we are planning for some time in 
June, if not before, recognizing that people 
start to drift away on weekends when the 
weather gets nice.  This will allow for 
ample time for people to reflect upon, 
discuss, and question the Proposal. (Note 
that UCC rules require that the proposal 
[which of course will be identical for each 
congregation] be voted on by both 
congregations on the same day; that only 
full members are allowed to vote; and that 
members must be physically present to 
vote.)  However, as we move through this 
process we are reminded that events need 
to happen óat their own paceô and so this 
timing may be pushed back further if the 
congregations feel they need more time to 
make a decision.
