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Minister’'s Message
A Back and Forth Anniversary

In a marriage, as the years go by we start to look back far more than we look
forward, memory playing a larger role than anticipation or expectation - though it
wasn't always so! Who knows when the turning point occurs, likely at a different time
for every couple, depending on their age and when they wed. They're held together
by the lived bonds of the past more so than the promise of a future together, and yet
they also know that passing their elusive turning point meant that they had reached
the end of the beginning, and were now living beyond the point that marked the
beginning of the end.

We admire such lengthy devotion in marriages, especially in our era, and wonder how
such stability, equilibrium, and commitment was achieved. But there’s at least a
touch of nostalgia, melancholy and even lament that lies within that admiration,
knowing that the end of such a noble achievement draws nearer with each passing
day. This is how it is among couples who grow old together in the circle and cycle of
life, and while much happiness and thanksgiving are carried along, we all know that
our ending time is closing in.

In some ways, of course, an institution like a church is like a marriage, with founding
members coming together, making vows of commitment, looking forward and building
a foundation of faith and service over time. As the church celebrates 10, 20, 30 years
together, with people coming and going, many of the original members remain,
carrying the memories that made them who they are. Traditions are established,
leadership styles agreed upon, and programs and partnerships built for and with the
community close by.

But just like a marriage, in the life cycle of a church there comes a time when it
appears that memories of the past outweigh the potential for the future, holding on to
traditions becomes primary, the old are valued by some more than the new or the
young, and a different trajectory takes hold. At what point in the life cycle of a church
does it become apparent that memory plays a larger role than anticipation or
expectation, when memory becomes more consistently present than hope? It's an
imprecise point, and different for all churches, but most people can tell when a church
reaches the age when its well past the end of the beginning, and has left behind the
beginning of the end.

Stewardship Spot

A 60 Years Mission Worthy of Our Giving

This is the last Bloorbeat prior to the close of
our $60,000 for 60 years campaign at the
end of March, and in this spot, as well as
elsewhere in Bloorbeat no doubt, the closure
of the campaign will be prominently
mentioned. Because of that, I went back to
the Bloorbeat from March of 2018 to see
what I said in this spot at the start of the
campaign, and here’s the last sentence of a
column I wrote then entitled “$1,000 a
Year”: "Let’s each do our part to meet this
achievable goal and give $1,000 a year more
than usual - I know I will, because we’re
worth it!”

I'll be honest, I was a little shocked, because
I initially misread the intention of the title
and presumed that I was talking about
individuals giving $1,000 more than usual for
the campaign over the course of 2018. But
upon reading the column I calmed down,
realizing that I was simply saying our
congregation should be able to raise $1,000
more than our budgeted amount for each
year of our life together.

Even so, the thought lingered: How much
have I given to the campaign? So I looked
at my recently received 2018 tax receipt, and
was reminded that while I had kept my
givings for everything else steady for 2018, I
had neglected to give a sufficient amount for
this important campaign. Two thoughts then
immediately sprang to mind. First, I became
grateful that we’'d extended the campaign
into 2019 until the end of our Anniversary
month, namely March, so that I still had the
opportunity to give. While I had known this
in my professional life and role as your
minister for some time, I just hadn't given it
enough thought on a personal level yet, and
I was grateful we’d made that decision.

The second thought was more challenging
and practical: why not give a gift of $1,000
in total as an individual to the campaign?
Because we extended it into 2019, I could
spread my giving above and beyond the
norm over two years, to ease the presumed
pain of my pocketbook - though even then
I've been blessed beyond measure, and
needn't worry! - so why not? I wrote the
cheque then and there for the remainder of
what I needed to give to bring my campaign
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contribution up to $1,000 in total, with my
own words ringing in my ear: "Let’s each do
our part to meet this achievable goal and
give $1,000 a year more than usual — I know
I will, because we’re worth it!”

Now we're all different, living in different
circumstances socially, financially, and
otherwise, and no one can presume to say to
another how much of a donation they can
give to the church. But what I can say is
that most of us, myself included, can afford
to give more than we usually do, because our
definition of “afford” is usually tied too much
to living in fear of what we won't have in the
future, and therefore we feel we need to
keep more than we'll actually need. Of
course we don’t want to be a burden to our
children, and want to have enough to see us
to our death - though the word “enough” is
similar to the word “afford” in this regard!
But we're fortunate to live in a country with a
pension plan that many are qualified to
receive, above and beyond our employment
pensions, as well as other benefits, such as
old age security, senior’s health, and others.
And beyond all that, we're called to give with
gratitude because of the gifts of life, breath,
creation, joy, family, the gospel that guides
us to the true, the good and the beautiful,
and a countless array of other freely given
forms of God’s always abundant grace.

The last word is about another great gift of
God’s that I didn't mention: the people of
Bloordale United Church who give great
amounts of their time to make this church
the well kept building and well run
organization it is, above and beyond the
circle of welcome and caring we create
together, all centered in both worship
services and community service that is
valued by all those who have anything to do
with it. Surely the people of this church are
worth our extra gift to our special campaign,
if not to a total of $1,000 then to what God
may call you to give. I think we're worth it,
and I think you think so too!

At such a moment of collective clarity, some
may not want to do anything differently,
content to ride their nostalgia out and stay
the course, stick with the familiar, assume
that little can be done, live in the land of
memory alone more than ever, and accept
that the end draws near. Others, however,
have different ideas.

Thus far this may seem like a sad tale about
both marriages and churches, but there are
at least two important differences that leave
us with good reason for hope. First, a church
is made up of many people, not just two, and
it therefore has a better chance of
rejuvenating itself through the
intergenerational interaction that calls it
constantly to look forward and not just
behind. Second, a church always has an
opportunity to reinvent itself when it's past
the tipping point of decline. When it
becomes obvious to most, if not all, that the
end draws near, a transformation and
reinvention is possible, and the end is not
necessarily inevitable — though that depends,
of course, upon the course of action chosen.

All of this leads to the story of Bloordale
United Church, in service to the Markland
and Bloordale community for 60 years. In
the last few years we’ve seen the writing on
the wall, and while we’re not yet desperate,
we are working toward our reinvention,
instead of simply giving in or giving up. We
know that there are many in the community
around us who care about our programs, our
mission and ministry, and who wish to see us
not only survive but thrive, though they may
never darken the door of a Sunday service or
even think about becoming a member.
Whether it be the Children’s Craft Nights, the
Concerts or Cubs, the building of interfaith or
Indigenous relations, or the hosting of
various program providers, our priority is to
continue to serve the community. But in
order to do so we need to buy ourselves
enough time to work with both public and
private partners to reinvent ourselves into a
church that sustains itself more in hope again
than in memory alone. We trust that the
community of people round about us have
hope that we’ll reinvent ourselves too.

So we’ve undertaken a $60,000 for 60 years
campaign, as our income falls and our costs
of maintaining the staff and the building that
serves us all continue to rise. And even if we
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raise the $60,000, we realize we can't
become complacent and stay the same, as we
face mounting costs that can only be covered
by big decisions rather than little fundraisers,
and we've only got a 3-5 year window. While
in this tipping point time, however, we’ve still
been celebrating those 60 years in the last 12
months, and plan to mark the close of our
60" Anniversary year with a big splash on
Sunday March 17%, first with the morning
worship service and then with a special silent
auction and Anniversary Dinner that
afternoon at 5 pm. We hope former
members, those who haven’t come for a
while, our partners, and the whole community
will help us celebrate the milestone, and buy
a ticket for $45 for the Dinner. Together let’s
make another 60 vyears of new, faithful
service possible, by making this a first back
and then forth 60" Anniversary!

Property Revitalization Sub-
Group Report

As stated in the Annual Report, we have
undertaken a number of initiatives to explore
options for mixed use redevelopment of our
property, under the leadership of Paul Rose.

We have a Memorandum of Understanding
(MOU) with EDGE, a national United Church
emerging ministry group, and their staff
person has connected us with a few
developers. An initial submission to the City
of Toronto by a partner developer for a
housing development project on our site met
with the same resistance encountered a few
years ago, due to our being in a flood plain
and therefore disabling residential options
except on the frontage of the property along
Bloor Street. We are still exploring options
for housing with a developer, but the scale of
any project going forward would need to be
smaller, which lowers profit margins and
tends to discourage potential development
partners.

Discussions for social purpose use of the
building have also been held, particularly with
the Central Etobicoke Community Hub
leadership. EDGE is now expanding their
work with us to enable discussions to take
place with the City of Toronto regarding social
purpose use of our property, and a positive
meeting was recently held with
representatives from the Hub group, EDGE
and Create TO, a cross-divisional City
strategic land and building development
agency that’s fairly new. EDGE will soon
convene another meeting with other City
departments as well as United Churches in
our area, as we seek a social purpose
component to our property options. This
work has also made EDGE realize that they
need a building development fund to help
congregations with property redevelopment
loans, and EDGE is working within the United
Church of Canada’s new structure to both
incorporate as a property body and to enable
greater clarity, flexibility and accountability
regarding the sale, closure, or redevelopment
of properties considered to be strategic
locations.

In a somewhat separate development,
longtime resident renter agency Terry Tan
daycare has obtained a sizeable grant from
the Province of Ontario to upgrade the rooms
they currently use and install sufficient
electrical and plumbing supply, etc. to do so.
This benefits our congregation long-term, and
has supplied us with specific information
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about our property that helps us in exploring
other options for space use or redevelopment.
It is anticipated that construction/renovations
will both begin and be completed by this fall,
with minimal impact, we hope, on the
accessibility of our congregation and other
users to the property.

Lastly the Property Sub-Group has held
meetings with the United Church affiliated
group Toronto United Church Council (TUCC),
specifically their new Property Support staff
person. Through these meetings a plan has
emerged to a) enable a package of potential
rentable spaces we currently have, including
photographs, square footage, seating
capacity, etc. to be developed; b) engage a
more robust marketing strategy for the
promotion of said spaces. Already more
potential renters have been hosted for visits,
and more are coming in the near future.

All of these property options seek to enable a
more steady stream of income for our church,
in order that our Vision and Mission can be
financed to continue to serve our members
and our community. And any redevelopment
options will be put before the congregation for
discussion and decision prior to being
implemented.

Interfaith Partnering

At Bloordale we are active in seeking
interfaith partners to work with, and have
done so in recent years through the Arab
Community Centre of Toronto (ACCT). In
making our kitchen and gym space available
for Syrian women to come and cook together
while learning English, in what's called the
Walima Kitchen project, for example, we
benefit from rent and an occasional
community meal that helps us get to know
our neighbours, while they benefit from
having a great space in which to meet and
work.

The ACCT is partnering with us on a few other
projects as well, including our sponsorship of
a young Algerian refugee male by the name
of Ali, as well as an upcoming "People of the
Book” Lecture and Discussion series on
four consecutive Tuesday evenings beginning
June 11,  This series will consist of a
presentation from a Jew, a Muslim, and a
Christian, speakers to be determined, as well
as to engage in dialogue and question and
answer sessions with the speakers. The last
evening there will be a panel and some back
and forth about the three religions founded
by Abraham whose stories all spring from the
Middle East and the shared holy city of
Jerusalem. More details will appear in the
next issue of Bloorbeat.

The final interfaith event to highlight here is
the April 14" Interfaith Festival, to be
held at the Tibetan Canadian Cultural Centre,
40 Titan Road, from 2 pm onward
throughout the afternoon. The theme is
“"Building Bridges Through Love,” and
there will be numerous presentations, cultural
foods from many lands, singing and dancing
performances, and tables set up to learn
about the various religions. This event,
sponsored by the Etobicoke-Mississauga
Interfaith Leaders Network, is free, so feel
free to ask Brian if you'd like to know more.

Work has continued and there have been
meetings in both subgroups.

1) Property Options Subgroup, under the
leadership of Paul Rose. Please see separate
write up on page 6.

2) Community Fundraising. The previously
mentioned variety show, which was slated for
late March/early April, is a no go, due to
various health issues. We are in the process
of organizing another Power of the Pen event,
and are awaiting confirmation of dates from
our author.

Guidelines (updated Jan. 2019)

When you email items to Julia and myself for
Bloorbeat, please include the word “Bloorbeat”
and words about the specific content in your e-
mail header and in any file names, e.g. “Bloorbeat
Upcoming Events”. This makes it much easier to
locate the items in my rather busy e-mail inbox
when putting the Bloorbeat together.

In general, for text-based submissions, please
avoid use of fancy fonts, and fancy spacings or
tab settings because these create more work for
me and make it more difficult to maintain a
consistent style in the newsletter. And please
never use “All Caps” in headings or elsewhere .

Straight text, in 11 point font, with bold (but not
underlined) headings in 14 point font, is best.
Use word wrap within a paragraph and “Enter” key
at end of paragraphs, but not at end of each line.

For photographs of church related items we can
handle the standard graphics formats such as .tif
.gif, .jpg, .png or .pdf. We print in black and white
but post on the church website in colour.

For advertisements, PDF or uncompressed TIFF
are the preferred formats. Please check picture
clarity and text clarity of your ad printed in your
chosen size in black and white on a laser printer
and viewed in colour on a computer monitor.
